Winter ushers in the new addition: Mardi Gras Museum of Imperial Calcasieu, located in the heart of the Nellie Lutcher Cultural
District. This modern space will bring the magic of Mardi Gras to life with over 400 historic costumes spanning five decades.
Animatronic figures, including the beloved Norah Jean, the talking dog from the Krewe of Barkus, add a touch of whimsy to
this immersive experience. Designed to celebrate the family-friendly traditions of Southwest Louisiana’s Mardi Gras culture,
the museum is a nod of the area’s unique heritage.
